Are We Rebuilding The Wall?

November 9, 2009 marks the 20th anniversary of the fall of the Berlin Wall.  Those 20 years have seen formal communism decline dramatically around the world.  Today only five nations remain self-described communist regimes.  However, a government doesn’t need to call itself “communist” to have strong communist, socialist, or statist leanings.  Below are the ten planks Karl Marx wrote in the Communist Manifesto for communism to come about.  Has the U.S. government enacted policies which fit with each of these planks?
1. Abolition of property in land and application of all rents of land to public purposes.
2. A heavy progressive or graduated income tax.

3. Abolition of all right of inheritance.

4. Confiscation of the property of all emigrants and rebels.
5. Centralization of credit in the hands of the State, by means of a national bank with State capital and an exclusive monopoly.
6. Centralization of the means of communication and transport in the hands of the State.
7. Extension of factories and instruments of production owned by the State; the bringing into cultivation of waste-lands, and the improvement of the soil generally in accordance with a common plan.
8. Equal liability of all to labor. Establishment of industrial armies, especially for agriculture.
9. Combination of agriculture with manufacturing industries; gradual abolition of the distinction between town and country, by a more equitable distribution of the population over the country.

10. Free education for all children in public schools. Abolition of children's factory labor in its present form. Combination of education with industrial production.
