Are We Rebuilding the Wall?
The Berlin Wall fell twenty years ago – on November 9, 1989.  However, the repression of individual rights it represented has hardly disappeared.  Consider these three of the ten planks of the Communist Manifesto…and the modern American policies which fit their requirements.
1. Abolition of property in land and application of all rents of land to public purposes.
The federal government is the single largest landowner in the country, and it continues to expand its property.  Meanwhile, zoning laws require owners of ostensibly private property to get permission from the government to use their own land.  The penalties for not paying property taxes also imply that “privately owned” land isn’t actually privately owned.
2. A heavy progressive or graduated income tax.

The passage of the 16th Amendment and the Revenue Act of 1913 brought this about.  Americans now live under heavy, graduated income taxes.  And that tax is scheduled to go up.   

3. Abolition of all right of inheritance.

Estate tax rates  are scheduled to go up again to 55% soon.  They apply to inheritances passed down at death or gifts given before death.  
These are just the first three examples of the U.S. policies which correspond with planks of Karl Marx’s Communist Manifesto.  

Communism didn’t end with the fall of the Berlin Wall in 1989.  It just migrated.
